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HOLIDAY TREE DISPOSAL 
 

Please discard your Christmas tree by taking it to the garage level of your 
building and leaving it next to the trash room doors. Our grounds crews will then 
properly and ecologically dispose of it from that location.  Please remove all 
lights, ornaments, tinsel, tree stands, nails or other attachments before 
disposing of your tree. 
 
 

PREVENTING PLUMBING BLOCKAGES 
 

Fat, oil, grease and grit do not mix with water and have a tendency to separate 
from a liquid solution.  When fat, oil, and grease are poured down your drain, 
they stick to the sewer pipe walls, creating layers of buildup that block 
wastewater flow.  This problem requires the pipes to be cleaned more often, 
causes plumbing to be replaced sooner than expected, and causes blockages 
that can result in sewer overflows. 
 

Everyone plays a role in preventing damage to our sewer system.  The 
following easy tips can help prevent a sewer overflow in your unit or the unit 
below you.  
 

• Fat, oil, grease and grit should NEVER be poured down the sink.  Sink 
drains and garbage disposals are not designed to properly handle these 
materials. 

 

• Before washing, scrape and dry wipe pots, pans and dishes with paper 
towels and dispose of materials in the trash.  (Do NOT flush paper towels 
down your toilet!) 

 

• Disconnect, or at least minimize use of the garbage disposal to get rid of 
food scraps.  The garbage disposal chops up food into small pieces, but 
can still cause a blockage in the pipe.  Use sink strainers to catch food 
items, then empty the strainer into the trash. 

 

What should you do if you experience a blockage and/or overflow into your 
unit?  If you are a tenant, immediately report the back up to your unit owner or 
property manager and notify the WCA office. Unit owners should make 
immediate arrangements for a plumber to snake out their drain, and advise the 
WCA office of the problem. Plumbing charges are the responsibility of the unit 
owner, and will be reimbursed for blockage found to be in the main line. A copy 
of the plumbing receipt must be provided to the WCA office as soon as possible 
for review and reimbursement.
